In 2016 and 2017, Slovenia continued to raise the issue of conflict-related sexual and gender-based violence in general or in the context of relevant country situations, as part of its  membership of the UN Human Rights Council and in other human rights forums. Slovenia is consistent in raising this issue in statements in its national capacity or in joint statements as well as in proposals (or supporting proposals) to include the issue in relevant international documents (resolutions, policies and strategic documents). In 2016, in the context of relevant country situations, particular attention was given to the issue of sexual and gender-based violence in Burundi and South Sudan.

Slovenia also makes recommendations on the prevention of sexual and gender-based violence to relevant concerned countries in the Universal Periodic Review of the UN Human Rights Council. As a staunch supporter of international criminal justice, including the International Criminal Court, Slovenia also pays particular attention to the accountability for and impunity of such crimes.

Conflict-related sexual violence is also high on the agenda of the Human Security Network, which is currently chaired by Slovenia.

Slovenia is convinced that raising awareness on human rights is of utmost importance, and has committed to continue promoting the empowerment of people, especially the young,  through human rights education and training as  part of the World Humanitarian Summit commitments. More should be invested in human rights education and training of those who should protect the civilian population at home or abroad. To this end, Slovenia has put additional emphasis on the importance of proper pre-deployment training, which includes special courses on topics such as "Child Protection", "Women in Peacekeeping Operations", "Protection of Civilians", etc.

With regard to the Slovenian Armed Forces, its personnel are checked for compliance with the UN policy and Security Council Resolution 2272(2016) before every deployment abroad. The personnel cannot be deployed abroad if they have ever been accused of sexual harassment charges or if any related criminal or disciplinary procedures against them are still ongoing.  Before deployment abroad the personnel receive training on topics related to sexual and gender-based violence. The Slovenian Armed Forces comply with the Operational Guidance on the Implementation of Security Council Resolution 2272(2016) and selected related measures in A770/729, and have put in place the mechanisms stipulated by the UN Policy to prevent and combat sexual exploitation and abuse, including the assurance that any accusation of such activity will be thoroughly and properly investigated and prosecuted.  
In the 2014–2016 period, Slovenia was facing growing migration flows. Slovenia stays committed to observance of International Humanitarian Law and protection of fundamental rights. Special measures and assistance against trafficking in human beings are provided to vulnerable groups, especially women and children. 

International organisations, primarily UNICEF and UNHCR, provided special equipment for women and children (women and children corners). Slovenian police officers are specially trained to detect and prevent sexual and gender-based abuses or violence in the cases of massive flows.

The Ministry of the Interior, with the assistance of the EU, is conducting a project called PATS: Introducing a mechanism for the identification of, providing assistance to and protection of victims of trafficking in human beings and/or sexual abuse in the procedures of recognition of international protection in Slovenia. The project includes: one-on-one information sessions with unaccompanied minors and women applying for international protection in a language they understand, providing information on trafficking in human beings, sexual violence and gender-based violence and on best forms of preventive behaviour, and identification of potential victims of trafficking in human beings, sexual violence and gender-based violence.
