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Slovenia is a strong supporter of the ICC and its role in combating impunity for serious crimes of concern to the international community under the principle of complementarity. Slovenia was among the first ratifiers of the Rome Statute and the second state to have both ratified and implemented the Kampala amendments. Our commitment to the promotion of the universality and implementation of the ICC is reflected in the Strategy of Foreign Policy of the Republic of Slovenia adopted in 2015. 
Rome Statute crimes are incorporated in the Slovenian Criminal Code, Articles 100 - 107 (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 50/12 - official consolidated version, 6/16 - correction, 54/15, 38/16 and 27/17).

Slovenia continues to promote the universality and integrity of the Rome Statute at bilateral and multilateral levels as well as through its own activities. An example of the latter was a two-day international seminar entitled "Changes in Kampala: from commitments to Reality" organised together with Liechtenstein and the Global Institute for the Prevention of Aggression in May 2014. The seminar was organised as part of the campaign for the universality of the International Criminal Court (ICC), and to support the implementation of the ICC jurisdiction for the crime of aggression. Furthermore, the topic of the ICC has been included on the agenda of various high-level international conferences hosted by Slovenia, such as the conference "Rights for Peace: Challenges and Opportunities" and the 10th Bled Strategic Forum held in 2015. Promotion of the universality of the ICC is being further implemented through the participation of the Slovenian Minister of Foreign Affairs in the informal ministerial Network for the International Criminal Court. 
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
