The Hague Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property in the Event of Armed Conflict, adopted in the Hague on 14 May 1954, and its two Protocols (1954 and 1999)
Establishment of a sub-group
In 2015, the Permanent Coordination Group for International Humanitarian Law, in accordance with Resolution II of the 1954 Hague Convention, established  a sub-group tasked with issues related to the implementation of the Hague Convention and its two Protocols.  This sub-group, which convenes before the sessions of the Permanent Coordination Group for International Humanitarian Law, includes representatives of the Ministry of Culture (chair), Ministry of Defence, Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Association of Museums, the Faculty of Law, University of Ljubljana and external experts. 
The sub-group's activities: 
· Promote inscription of Slovenian cultural properties on the extended protection list; appeal to the Ministry of Culture to examine proposals for inscription; 
· Participate in drafting and harmonising the national report on the implementation of the Hague Convention of 1954 and its two Protocols. Slovenia will submit its report to the Director General of UNESCO (four-year cycle 2013–2016);
· Examine draft amendments to the guidelines for the implementation of the Second Protocol and prepare comments thereto;  
· Harmonise draft amendments to the Rules on Marking Cultural Monuments;
· Appeal to the Ministry of Culture to take note of the Military Manual for the Protection of Cultural Property issued by UNESCO;
· Review the materials of the sessions of States Parties to the Hague Convention and its Second Protocol, and of the sessions of the Committee for the Protection of Cultural Property in the Event of Armed Conflict, and draft proposals for the activities to be undertaken by relevant ministries;  
· Hold thematic discussions on the inclusion of the protection of cultural heritage in the system of protection against natural and other disasters; international activities within UNESCO on the protection of cultural properties in conflict areas.
PRACTICAL MEASURES
The envisaged preparatory measures for safeguarding the movable and immovable cultural property against foreseeable effects of an armed conflict are developed, harmonised and formulated in the Defence Plans for the protection of cultural heritage. The 1954 Hague Convention has also been introduced into military practice (in the military education and training of the Slovenian Armed Forces).
LEGAL INSTRUMENTS FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE HAGUE CONVENTION AND ITS TWO PROTOCOLS ARE :
· Cultural Heritage Protection Act (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 16/08, 123/08, 8/11, 90/12, 111/13 and 32/16),
· Rules on Marking Cultural Monuments (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, No. 57/11),
· Criminal Code (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 50/12, 6/16, 54/15, 38/16 and 27/17).
The Cultural Heritage Protection Act (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 16/08, 123/08, 8/11, 90/12, 111/13 and 32/16) defines the immovable and movable cultural heritage and governs its protection by determining the responsibilities of the state and of self-governing local communities; public service tasks and other activities involving protection; the obligations and rights of owners of cultural heritage; technical supervision and inspection in this area; and sanctions in the event of violations of the provisions of the Act.

The cultural monuments are marked pursuant to the Rules on Marking Cultural Monuments (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, No. 57/11), which also cover the marking of cultural monuments with the distinctive emblem of the 1954 Hague Convention (Articles 4 and 5) and the use of the distinctive emblem in the event of armed conflict (Article 6). 
The criminal provisions that impose criminal sanctions upon those who commit or order to be committed a breach of the 1954 Hague Convention and the Second Protocol are contained in the Criminal Code (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 50/12, 6/16, 54/15,  38/16 and 27/17). Article 102 of the Criminal Code covers the acts committed in violation of the 1954 Hague Convention and the Second Protocol. Article 104 specifies the liability of military commanders and other superiors for the criminal offence of a war crime, while Article 105 penalises the association and incitement to commit war crimes. Article 218 covers illegal export and import of goods of special cultural significance, and Article 219 covers the acts of damaging or destroying goods of special cultural significance.  
The 2006 Convention for the Protection of all Persons from Enforced Disappearance
With regard to the 2006 Convention for the Protection of all Persons from Enforced Disappearance, the competent ministry is now in the process of reviewing the internal legal framework.  
The Arms Trade Treaty
Slovenia has been a strong supporter of the Arms Trade Treaty (ATT) from its inception. Slovenia signed the Treaty in the first group of states on 3 June 2013, and deposited the instrument of ratification on 2 April 2014 (for Slovenia, the Treaty entered into force on 24 December 2014).
Slovenia attended the First Conference of States Parties to the ATT (CSP1) in Cancun in 2015 and the Second Conference (CSP2) taking place in Geneva in 2016. Slovenia regularly meets its obligations regarding the contributions to the ATT budget.
Slovenia submitted the initial report at the end of 2015 and annual report in 2016, and will continue the reporting process, which is a key element in the implementation of the ATT and cooperation between states. Slovenia considers the ATT an important Treaty that has enormous potential in terms of contributing to international peace and security and preventing illegal trade in arms. To this end, Slovenia advocates the universalisation of the Arms Trade Treaty, and supports efforts aimed at reducing human casualties and suffering in the future by imposing stricter control on the arms trade and preventing arms from becoming accessible to non-state actors or terrorist groups. 
In Slovenia, supervision of the trade in military weapons and equipment under Article 77 of the Defence Act (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 103/04 – official consolidated text, and 95/15) falls under the responsibility of the Ministry of Defence. Supervision of this type of trade is regulated in more detail by the Decree on Licences and Authorisations for the Trade in and Production of Military Weapons and Equipment and on Preliminary Permits for Import, Export, Transit and Transfer of Defence Products (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 59/11, 88/11, 74/12, 46/13, 29/14, 37/15, 62/16 and 30/17), which requires of the Ministry of Defence to obtain a preliminary opinion from the Government Commission for the supervision of trade in military weapons and equipment and transfer of defence products, in which other ministries (Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Ministry of the Interior, Ministry of Economic Development and Technology, Ministry of Finance, etc.) and other government agencies also participate. 
Slovenia regularly attends monthly meetings of the Working Party on Conventional Arms Exports (COARM), where the Arms Trade Treaty is a regular item on the agenda. The Working Party's online database, through which State Parties inform one another of the suspensions and refusals of weapons exports into third countries, is an extremely valuable tool regularly consulted by the above-mentioned Commission when drafting opinions on the exports from the Republic of Slovenia.
